· 8:00a.m. Walk check-in  and registration begins 

· 9:00a.m. 2012 Run for the Ribbon 

· 9:30 a.m. Health Fair and Park Activities

· 10:00 a.m. Opening Ceremony and Entertainment 

· 11:00 a.m. 2012 Minnesota AIDS Walk 

· The Walk and Run are on the same route, which is 10k, or 6.2 miles

Get Ready to Ask!
·Make a donor checklist

· List everyone you know and choose 5 people to ask first.  Secure the easy 
donations first thing!

·Think of creative ways to fundraise

·Donõt limit your fundraising to just asking for donations ðhave a silent 
auction or bake sale!

·Take a donation form with you wherever you go

·Learn what you can about MAP, where the money goes and be 
prepared to tell people why you are walking

·Recruit others to help you fundraise

·Get friends to help with a fundraising event - time is valuable too!

· Ask people to pass along your fundraising email to their contacts who 
may be able to donate.





Online Fundraising
·Social networking sites

·Fundraise with Facebook

· Your friends will get updates in their News Feed about your progress

· Friends can donate to your AIDS Walk page from a link on your profile

Log into My Walk Center and click òSend Email.ó

· Send emails from the AIDS Walk website to track who has opened, 
donated or forwarded

·Matching Gifts

· Ask your company, and have donors ask their companies, if they match 
personal contributions

· Turning your Money In

· Turn in cash and checks at the Walk at the Registration Pavilion

· Turn in cash and checks at an Early Pledge Drop Off Day (Location, dates 
and times will be set early May)



Matching Gifts
·A òmatching giftó is a donation made by a corporation or foundation 
on behalf of an employee that matches that employeeõs contribution 
to a nonprofit organization.

·This can be a match of their personal donation or a match of their 
entire fundraising total.  They can double, triple or even quadruple 
an individualõs contribution.

· If your employer has a matching gift program, be prepared with 
copies of your Matching Gift Form when asking for donations from 
co-workers.

·Matching gift programs vary.  Please check with your human 
resources department for all the rules of your companyõs program.

·Turn in your Matching Gift Forms with your money, either at the 
Walk or an Early Pledge Drop Off Day.  MAP will take care of 
collecting the matches from each company.
